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The situation in Bosnia and Herzegovina
For the last 20 years, the small mountainous country of Bosnia and Herzegovina (BiH) has endured a devastating war, genocide and has been the site of largest peacekeeping efforts in Europe since World War 2. Unique in composition containing three national identities which display little political will to cooperate, the country is held together by the much criticized and fragile Dayton Agreement. With the rise of nationalism in much of the country, situation in BiH has the potential to constitute a serious threat to world peace and security.
The task before Security Council is to debate and find a diplomatic solution to the following problems: role and mandate of the Office of the High Representative for Bosnia and Herzegovina, apprehension of war criminals and cooperation with International Criminal Tribunal for the former Yugoslavia, further mandate of EUFOR, and the potential terrorist threat.
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
